According to the World Health Organization one-third of the world’s population is thought to be infected with Mycobacterium tuberculosis, the microbe that causes TB.  Worldwide, TB is the leading cause of death among people living with HIV/AIDS and the third leading cause of death among women of reproductive age.  Until the global pandemic is halted, TB will continue to be a serious public health threat to the U.S.  According to the World Bank and public health experts, TB prevention, care and control remains one of the most cost-effective public health interventions available.
